It is a long-standing Deven-
dorf family tradition to spend
a portion of the Christmas
Holiday week and a few

days during president’s week
and spring break in Vermont
skiing. Two years ago, in an

effort to keep these vaca-
tions affordable and to
hedge the risk of booking

accommodations far in

| advance when the weather

could be questionable, we
decided to move our base
of operations from Stowe

o to the Lodge.

Our family s favorite
mountain in Vermont is
Stowe and even though it
is about an hours drive
from the Lodge to Stowe,
we believe that the bene-
fits of staying at the lodge
outweigh the inconven-
ience of the extra travel
time. For the last two years
we have split our skiing
days between Stowe and

Sugarbush. By skiing at
Sugarbush on our last day,
we are able to add an ex-
tra day of skiing and still
get home at a reasonable
hour.

The savings for each
day of skiing is about one
half compared to staying
on or near the mountain.
These savings are
achieved by staying at the
lodge, preparing meals,
providing our own aprés
ski and by taking advan-
tage of discount lift tickets
at Sugarbush.
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
