Dual OSC and Ski Hawks Membership Now Possible?

Both club Boards and mem-
berships have now approved
this arrangement. How will it
work, you ask?

1- Dual membership fee:
Any OSC member can have
dual membership in both
OSC and the Ski Hawks for
$30/year—split equally be-
tween the clubs.

2- OSC $5 Registration fee:
Any Ski Hawk joining OSC
as an Affiliate Member for
the 1st time will pay $35,
with the Ski Hawks passing
$20 on to OSC - this in-
cludes the $15 dual mem-
bership fee, plus our initial
$5 registration fee. Thereaf-
ter, any renewing dual mem-
bership would be $30.

3- People who are already
members in OSC and the
Ski Hawks:

The "dual membership fee"
is not retroactive. The dual
membership fee would apply
to anyone in this category

when they renew their
memberships next time.
4- Existing members Who

- including Logos.
6- Membership Cards:

Now Want Dual Member-
Any existing member who
wants to become a dual
member should contact
their respective member-
ship Chairman, send him
an additional $10 (and the
registration fee for 1st time
OSC members) , and the
respective club will send
the other club $15 (plus
the registration fee if it ap-
plies) for that member.

5- Application Form:

Each club will add suffi-
cient information to their
respective application form
to allow someone to
choose "dual member-
ship”. Each application
form will otherwise stay the
same with its own respec-
tive Logo. We are not
merging, and thus each

bases. The opposite also
holds true. Jack treats any
Ski Hawk entering our
membership just like he
would treat any new OSC
member - sending them an
OSC member card with the
NJ Ski Council sticker at-
tached to the back.
