On Saturday, October 10th,
fifteen people -a mix of OSC
and Triple Cities Ski Club
members, dined at The Three
Bear Inn in Marathon after
touring the new hotel and wa-
ter park at the Greek Peak
Ski Area. Eight took various
routes (42, 18, or 9 miles) to
bike to Greek Peak and back
to the restaurant. Some
showed up just for the special

tour and the dinner. The pro-
ject, to be completed by De-
cember 1st, is a real eye
catcher in the quiet town of
Virgil. The view from the five
story hotel will include not
only the ski area and Hope
Lake, but will overlook a golf
course that will be finished
next year. One feature of the
water park is a slide that
loops outside the building.

The lobby of the hotel has
beautiful pegged timber walls
and ceiling. Greek Peak will
be renting rooms, as well as
selling timeshares for the ho-
tel and water park. The res-
taurant, bar, and lobby will be
open to the public.
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
